· Charlie Health-office on main street. Services are still virtual. Still waiting on the PA Medicaid approval
· Institute for Non-Profit Leadership-Series of workshops to help non-profits via zoom and SUCCEED Office….looking for 2-3 non-profits that need help with development.  Year of Family will start on January 28th with a Family Luau
· All of Us Research-Precision medicine research. Doing genetic testing for free to help with trial and error of medicine. Chronic illness and mental health illness. 
· BC3 Adult Literacy Program-GED classes, basic computer literacy, ESL classes, build better collaboration for students to the next step
· Greater Pittsburgh Food Bank-Butler County working group-first meeting next Thursday-Different services available-SNAP person that walks through-looking for summer food sites in Butler this year. 
· Fishing for Memories-1001 acts of kindness happened last year…we will be continuing this as we are trying to building
· Lighthouse Foundation-modified the food pantry-eliminating the last name process. Open 4 days a week-they can come when fits their schedule-served 498 kids
· YMCA-Reach and Rise-goal educating more people on the program. It’s a group mentoring program. Increase awareness, get into schools
· Butler County Human Services-Catholic Charities during daytime, Crisis Center through CCR…Sheltering is North Street, for Families, they are operating out of the YWCA. Warming Center-Grace Calvary Center-10pm to 8am. Check in with Catholic Charities or Crisis. Working on solidifying this for next year. Hope to also find something from 4pm to 10pm next year. 
· Quality Life Services-Received grant from Richard King Mellon Foundation-help with Alzheimer program, Sensory Robots 
· BC3-Personal Empowerment Training starting at the end of February. Only 20 per cohort. Working with those through Recovery-covered by a grant
· Twilight Wish-5 to 8 at The Back Alley-grant wishes to senior citizens
· Butler Buzz on Armstrong-free service for those in non-profits, plan 3 months in advance
· USX Credit Union-almost done with a conversion to their systems…they will be getting back into the community-Non Profits North-free program, meets at the chamber office in Wexford, bring in speakers that will bring gin helpful information to non-profits. 
· Caitlin-Girl Scouts are out! Help them out! Also, if you need any volunteers, reach out to us. 
· Lifesteps office offers a Family forever program-how they can communicate together
· Early Childhood-Week of the Young Child in April-trying to get back in person-may partner with book sale at Farm show…Friday, April 21st. You need to actively have an activity for kids. Theme is “Learning is Everywhere”. 
· United Way-Helping to support community in ways beyond one time funding…working to help kids have experience into schools before the first day of kindergarten.
